Electronic transcripts are preferred

The UAB School of Nursing does not accept unofficial transcripts for the application review process,
and will only review official transcripts sent from the transcript service the Institution uses or directly
from the Institution.

3 Recommendations Provide the name and email for each of your recommenders. Once you click
save it will automatically notify the recommender of your request regardless of whether you
submit your application. You cannot edit this section until after you pay and submit your
application. Recommenders should be able to attest to the applicant’s potential for graduate
study. Suggestions include: healthcare supervisor or manager, faculty (recommended within the
last 3 years), and healthcare professionals (not peers or family).

O Graduate Test Score Waiver Information: The GRE, or GMAT requirement is waived for
students with a 3.2 or better GPA.

Approval for the GRE waiver does not imply or guarantee admission to the MSN degree options. When
all of your transcripts are evaluated, if you do not meet the requirements, you will be notified that you
need to take the GRE. Candidates not approved for the GRE waiver will be required to take the GRE
before a final decision can be made on their application for master’s study. The UAB School of Nursing
must receive the official score by the posted admission deadline. Applicants for the GRE waiver must
meet the same requirements for admission to the MSN degree options as all other applicants.

Have a completed degree equivalent to a bachelor’s degree in nursing from a regionally
accredited educational institution in the United States

Demonstrate English language skills by a score of 500 or higher on the Test of English as a
Foreign Language, TOEFL
